1. Remove the four screws on the air box lid. (fi g. 1) 
2. Remove the stock air fi lter. (fi g. 2)
3. The K&N Air Filter has two arrows embossed on the backside of the fi lter. Install the K&N Air Filter in the stock air box 
 with the arrows pointing DOWN. (fi g. 3 and 4)
4. Re-install the air box lid. The tapered posts on the backside of the lid will put pressure on the K&N Air Filter, keeping it 
 in place. (fi g. 5)
5. Re-install the four screws into the air box and tighten. 
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
