To keep it looking hew und for the
maximum possible wedr, it will hneed periodic cleuning and muintenunce.

Washing: The top fabric should be wushed often using soup, warm water and a soft
bristle brush. Rinse with cleur water to remove dll traces of soup.

Windows: Keep windows cleun to avoid scratching. DO NOT use  brush on the
windows! Wash with a watersouked cloth or sponge und u mild dishwushing deter-
gent. NEVER WIPE THE WINDOWS WHEN THEY ARE DRY. Be cureful when cleuniny
snow or frost from the vinyl windows since they ure eusily scratched and muy crack at
low temperatures. DO NOT roll the sides or rear window in cold weduather. The windows
become stiff and will crack.

Zippers: Keeping the zipper cleuned aund lubricated with d silicone lubricunt will help
prevent dumage und keep the zippers in a smooth working condition. If u zipper

Snaps: Keep shups cleaned and lubricated with silicone to help prevent shaps from

sticking to the studs. If u snup does become stuck to u stud, use u screwdriver and
GENTLY pry gpuart to prevent permaunent dumage to the snap or the top fabric.
