INSTALL NOTES:

INSTALLATION STEPS

PERIODICALLY CHECK THIS RECEIVER HITCH TO ENSURE THAT ALL FASTENERS

ARE TIGHT AND THAT ALL STRUCTURAL COMPONENTS ARE SOUND.

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1.  Remove all contents from trunk.  Locate and remove (4) 10mm bolts on the driver and passenger frame
     rails fastening the rear bumper brackets inside the frame rails.
 
2.  Install the main hitch assembly into place behind the spare tire and between the frame rails with large and 
     small floor plates down against the floor.  Bolt the hitch in place with fasteners at points where the 10mm
     bolts were just removed.   Using the hitch as a template drill the trunk pan for 3/8" fasteners as shown.
 
3.  Determine the location of fascia cut out for receiver / safety chain loop clearance.  Use a utility knife to cut
     the hole.  CAUTION:  It is the installer's responsibility to make cut out match the receiver assembly when
     assembled.
 
4.  Bolt receiver tube assembly to vehicle using fasteners as shown.
 
5.  Torque 3/8" fasteners to 45 lb-ft, and all 10mm fasteners to 45 lb-ft. 
 
6.  Apply silicone sealant around fasteners installed in floor of trunk to seal out water and exhaust fumes.
 
7.  Reinstall contents of trunk removed in step 1.
