5) Position receiver on frame and loosely reinstall bumper brackets using (3) M12 bolts and fasteners per side.
Receiver brackets are sandwiched between bumper brackets and frame.

6) Pre-1994 models, reinstall bumper on bumper brackets with original bolts, using (2) 1/2" washers at each
bolt location as spacers between brackets and bumper. 1994-Present models, reinstall bumper on bumper
brackets with original bolts. Slots in bumper bracket allow for adjustment.

7) Raise spare tire back to position and secure. Reconnect bumper wiring.

8) Torque all fasteners to 110 Ib-ft.
