Set aside
for reinstallation.

8. Locate on each side of bumper beam and remove (3) nuts using 15mm socket. Remove bumper and set aside
for reinstallation.

9. Install hitch on rear of vehicle frame using existing studs to align. Reinstall bumper beam over hitch. Loosely
secure vehicle hardware.

\_10. Torque all M10 hardware to 45 ft-Ibs. Reinstall trimmed rear fascia using steps 1-7 in reverse order.
