Installation Instructions (Read Carefully Before Starting Project) 

 
1.) Make sure the key is in the off position and the radio is turned off. 
2.) Locate the trucks main fuse panel. Using the supplied fuse removal chart 

for your year make and model truck and pull the required fuses. This step 
is crucial for you to safely download to your truck. Pulling the selected 
fuses will temporarily disable some computers in your truck from 
interrupting the downloading process. If the fuses are not pulled you could 
suffer ECM damage. 

3.) Connect the Supplied cable to the tuner. Make sure it has a good 
connection. 

4.) Locate the ALDL port on the driver’s side of the cab. The ALDL port is 
located under the dash above the parking brake. Plug the corresponding 
end of the Stealth Tuner cable into the ALDL port. 

5.) Turn the key to the on position, but do not start the vehicle. The key must 
be completely on, but not started.
