10 START:

1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the nega-
tive battery.

2. Lift firmly on the engine cover to dislodge it

from the mounting grommets and then remove
the engine cover assembly.

3. Depress the locking tab and then disconnect
the mass air sensor electrical connection.

4. Using pliers, release the hose clamp which
secures the crank case vent hose to the valve
cover and then remove the crank case vent
hose from the valve cover as shown.

5. Loosen the hose clamp which secures the
stock intake tube to the throttle body.

6. Release the six upper air box mounting
clips.

7. Firmly lift up the intake tube and upper

air box to release it from the mounting grom-
mets and then remove the assembly from the
vehicle.

8. Remove the front lower air box mounting
bolt shown.

9. Pull up firmly to release the lower air box
housing from the mounting grommets and
then remove the lower air box from the ve-
hicle.




10. Remove the right lower air box mounting
studs shown from the bracket.

11. Remove the left lower air box mounting
studs shown from the bracket.

12. Remove the two screws securing the mass

air sensor to the stock intake tube and then
remove the mass air sensor as shown.

13. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N
intake and secure with the provided screws

14. Install the K&N drycharger onto the K&N
filter as shown.

15. Install the K&I\LI filter assembly onto the
K&N intake tube and secure with the provided
hose clamp.

16. Install the provided silicone elbow hose
onto the throttle body and secure with provided
hose clamp.
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17. Install the heat shield assembly and
secure to the air box mounting points, then
secure with the provided hardware.

NOTE: It will be necessary to use the pro-
vided spacers between the heat shield and
air box mounting points on the Saturn Sky
vehicles.

19. Install the tube mounting bracket onto the
alternator and secure with the bolt removed in
the previous step.

20. Install the K&N
the silicone hose at the throttle body and align

with the mounting bracket installed in the previ-
ous step. Secure the tube with the hose clamp
and hardware provided.

21. Install the supplied crank case vent hose

onto the valve cover and onto the K&N intake
as shown.

NOTE: Some trimming of the hose may be
necessary.

22. Connect the mass air sensor electrical
connection.

24. Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery
cable. Double check to make sure everything is
tight and properly positioned before starting the
vehicle.

25. It will be necessary for all air filters to be
checked periodically for realignment, clearance
and tightening of all connections. Failure to
follow the above instructions or proper mainte-
nance may void warranty.

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neu-
tral or park, and the parking brake engaged.
Listen for air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks
secure hoses and connections. For odd noises,
find cause and repair before proceeding. This
kit will function identically to the factory system
except for being louder and much more respon-
sive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises
or rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If road test is fine, you can now enjoy the
added power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N suggests checking the air filter element
periodically for excessive dirt build-up. When
the element becomes covered in dirt (or once a
year), service it according to the instructions on
the Recharger service kit, part number 99-5050
or 99-5000.
