9. Remove the nut securing the coolant reservoir to 
the inner fender. 
NOTE: This nut will be reused in a later step.

10. Install the filter adapter into the heat shield and 
secure with the provided hardware.

11. Install the edge trim onto the heat shield as 
shown. 
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be 
necessary.

12. Install the heat shield mounting bracket 
(070812) onto the heat shield using the provided 
hardware and spacer.

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1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral 
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for 
air leaks or odd noises.
