1. Remove the stock air fi lter.
2. Install the K&N® air fi lter into the stock air box base making sure it is completely seated. (Fig. 1) 
 NOTE: The K&N® air fi lter will only fi t in the air box one way. Do not remove the air fi lter o-ring in the air box.
3. Re-install the air box lid.
4. Re-install the stock screws into the air box lid and tighten.
 NOTE: Make sure the center screw is installed on the air box lid, as this screw holds the air fi lter in place.
